THE SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION

As a season of spiritual spring-cleaning, Lent is a great time to reflect on those parts of
ourselves or our lives where we find brokenness, or destructive patterns of thought and
behaviour, and to turn to God for healing and forgiveness. Many have found the
Sacrament of Reconciliation a liberation and a joy, as it enables us to acknowledge and
name our sins and to receive absolution, pronounced specifically in our own name. To
lay down burdens that we have carried for years, to wipe the slate clean and begin
afresh, is a transformational gift. There will be a priest available in the Harvard Chapel
to hear confessions on Shrove Tuesday, 17 February from 4.30 until 5.15pm and again
on the Monday to Wednesday of Holy Week, or do contact any of the Cathedral clergy
to make an appointment at another time.

ASH WEDNESDAY, 18 FEBRUARY

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent, the forty-day season of penitence and
preparation leading to Holy Week and Easter. It is a time for prayer, self-examination
and attentiveness to God and one another.

At the Ash Wednesday Eucharists, ashes are imposed on the forehead in the sign of the
cross with the words, "Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return”. This
ancient biblical sign calls us to humility, repentance and hope in God's mercy as we
journey towards the cross.

12.45pm Eucharist with the Imposition of Ashes

Itis good to welcome you to Southwark Cathedral. Set on the south bank of the River
Thames, in one of the most vibrant and diverse communities in London, this building
has been a constant witness in a place of change.

The first church was built on this site around the year 606. First a convent, then a
monastery, it became in 1106 the Augustinian Priory of St Mary Overie (‘over-the-
river’). With Westminster Abbey and St Bartholomew the Great in Smithfield, it is
one of the three remaining great monastic churches of London. At the Reformation,
the Priory became a parish church, and it remains so for the people of Bankside. In
1905, as south London was rapidly expanding, the church was consecrated as the
Cathedral for the new Diocese of Southwark.

The Cathedral has a momentous and significant history and has had links with many
famous and influential characters including St Thomas Becket, Geoffrey Chaucer,
William Shakespeare and Charles Dickens. It has also been a Cathedral for those who
feel on the edges of faith or society, our welcome reaching out to all people in their
beautiful God-given diversity.

Here, our Christian faith is captured in our vision to ‘make space for love: with heart,
mind, and soul’. Faith requires our hearts to stand up for social justice, upholding
integrity and kindness, and supporting the vulnerable and oppressed. It challenges
our thinking, inviting our minds to be enquiring, honest, and generous. Faith also
seeks to deepen our inner lives, with the arts and creativity, by sharing in the life of
our community, and by learning the arts of prayer and attention. In Jesus Christ we
see the human face of God, and our faith in him is our joy and our life.

We really hope you enjoy being here with us today and that we will see you again
very soon.
