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PROJECTS IN OUR LINK DIOCESE OF MASVINGO

Please give to projects in our Link Diocese in Masvingo, Zimbabwel!

Following the visit of Bishop Osiward and his wife, Jane, from our Link Diocese in
Masvingo, Zimbabwe we would like to be able to send them some money to help with
the feeding programmes that they are running to help those who do not have enough.
We know that unemployment means that many are struggling to feed themselves and
their families

At the Cathedral in Masvingo they run a soup kitchen and would like to be able to do
this once a week. It costs £72 per annum to feed a person once each week. Could you
help by giving towards this and even consider by supporting one person for a year.

The Diocese also runs supplementary feeding programmes in the Diocesan schools. We
know that many children go to school without a proper meal and this means that they
do not learn as well. The feeding programmes at the school mean that they get at least
one good meal a day and this helps the whole family as there is more food for others if
the children are fed. The cost of this across the 14 schools that the Diocese runs is £7,100
per month. That feeds 4,683 children at a cost of c. £1.50 per pupil per month. Please
could consider helping to feed a student for the school year by giving £20.007? If we
can raise more than this then the meals can be more nutritious.

Itis good to welcome you to Southwark Cathedral. Set on the south bank of the River
Thames, in one of the most vibrant and diverse communities in London, this building
has been a constant witness in a place of change.

The first church was built on this site around the year 606. First a convent, then a
monastery, it became in 1106 the Augustinian Priory of St Mary Overie (‘over-the-
river’). With Westminster Abbey and St Bartholomew the Great in Smithfield, it is
one of the three remaining great monastic churches of London. At the Reformation,
the Priory became a parish church, and it remains so for the people of Bankside. In
1905, as south London was rapidly expanding, the church was consecrated as the
Cathedral for the new Diocese of Southwark.

The Cathedral has a momentous and significant history and has had links with many
famous and influential characters including St Thomas Becket, Geoffrey Chaucer,
William Shakespeare and Charles Dickens. It has also been a Cathedral for those who
feel on the edges of faith or society, our welcome reaching out to all people in their
beautiful God-given diversity.

Here, our Christian faith is captured in our vision to ‘make space for love: with heart,
mind, and soul’. Faith requires our hearts to stand up for social justice, upholding
integrity and kindness, and supporting the vulnerable and oppressed. It challenges
our thinking, inviting our minds to be enquiring, honest, and generous. Faith also
seeks to deepen our inner lives, with the arts and creativity, by sharing in the life of
our community, and by learning the arts of prayer and attention. In Jesus Christ we
see the human face of God, and our faith in him is our joy and our life.

We really hope you enjoy being here with us today and that we will see you again
very soon.
